· Volunteer background checks discussion: Checking the sex offender registry is tricky because there are a number of people with the same names. Recommend using the NH public sex offender registry and includes photographs. Sisti surprised that background checks are not expected every year. Rys thought should be repeated annually. Board recommends checking volunteers annually. Raymond said it’s important to be uniform in our application of the policy with the exception of whether we have reason to check more frequently. Put that policy in the student handbook, and also inform staff and parents that we will be doing that. McClure is now allowing volunteers in the building. McClure will draft a policy for the next meeting: FBI criminal background check on or about September 1st of every year. Background checks happening at other times will be renewed at that time as well.
